Contest/Festival Rules:

All entries must be student produced, and may be either a group project or individual work.

The movies must be directed, filmed and edited by the youth entering the contest.

Adult guidance and instruction is permissible, but the planning, production, and selection of the subject

matter must reflect student effort.

Films and PSA’s must be accompanied by $5 entry fee in order to be considered .

Films may be on any topic, but must be suitable and appropriate for an audience of all ages or they will be
disqualified. Films will be previewed for content. Films that promote violence will not be accepted.

There are no restrictions on the art form of your film. Films may be live action, animation, claymation, still
photography or any combination.

Title pages and credits should be included in your film. All editing must be done before submitting the film.

Films may be up to 5 minutes in length including credits, longer films will not be considered

The public service announcement (PSA) must be clever, powerful, and impactful. PSA’s are limited to 2

minutes in length.

Obtaining permission to use copyrighted music or using your own original music or copyright-free, public

domain, trade-friendly, or creative commons copyright music is the responsibility of the director.

An Entry Form, payment and Release Form must accompany each entry. Please have a backup copy of

your film as DVD'’s will may not be returned. Contact gingerbreadplayers@yahoo.com if you have any
questions about submitting your film.

Entry must be submitted on a DVD. DVD must be labeled ONLY with the film or PSA title. No personal
information should be on the DVD for judging purposes.
